Advertising Project

1.  Devise a product, service, or business you wish to advertise.  You may base your work on “real-life” examples, but you may not use an actual product, service, or business.  Your business must be in good taste and appropriate for a classroom audience.  Your teacher will make the final decision concerning what is in good taste and appropriate.  (You may choose a public service, if you wish.)

2.  You are to create an ad campaign to market your business, product, or service.  You should make use of all promotional techniques discussed in class.  Make sure that you keep in mind the target audience when you develop your campaign.

3.  Your campaign MUST include the following components:

     a.  a description of the business, product, or service

     b.  a description of the target audience for the

          business, product, or service

     c.  a slogan

     d.  a company logo or trademark

4.  Your campaign must also include at least four of the following components:*

     a.  Jingle

     b.  Billboard

     c.  Magazine Ad

     d.  Newspaper Ad

     e.  Radio commercial

     f.  Television commercial

     g.  Web page

     h.  Bumper sticker

     i.   T-shirt

     j.   Button

*You are responsible for any technology needed in the production of your ad campaign.  The school can provide a dvd player, an lcd projector, or an ipod for the presentation of your ad campaign.

5.  You may work in pairs or as an individual.  Both members of a pair will receive the same grade, so choose well the partner with whom you work.

6.  In addition to the work proscribed in #4 and #5 above, you will be responsible for a written explanation of your campaign.
